In order to be assigned to the appropriate class, students should follow these steps:

- The teacher will assess the student's performance and place them in a class
according to the results of both the online Placement Test and the in-person Speaking
Test. This placement is based on the Assessment Test, with students grouped alongside
current students based on their scores and the specific skills they need to develop.
